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Item:  Consideration and possible action for the approval and execution of a warranty deed transferring a City-owned property to the Bryan/College Station Habitat for Humanity, which will be used as a single-family home site.

Item Summary:  The City’s Community Development Office has been working with the local Habitat for Humanity affiliate in identifying and acquiring single-family lots to benefit new Habitat home buyers.  One lot, (1109 Detroit) previously acquired using federal grant funds, has been identified as a prospective home-site.  Habitat has formally requested the City consider donating this property.  The warranty deed requires that Habitat construct a home within a prescribed period of time (18 months), otherwise the property reverts back to the City.

Item Background:  In 1997, the City acquired 1109 Detroit for approximately $4,000.  Federal Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) funds were used in the purchase.  In June of this year, the local Habitat affiliate requested the City donate this property to benefit a Habitat home buyer.  A Habitat family has already expressed interest in this particular lot as a site for their home.  This donation meets the CDBG national objective of providing a benefit to lower income persons, and consequently, is an eligible activity.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  The cost of donating this property will come entirely from federal CDBG funds.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends approval.

Council Action Options:

1. Approve donation and execution of warranty deed.

2. Deny donation and execution of warranty deed.
