Item:  Consideration and possible action on the execution of Memorandums of Understanding (MOU’s) between the City and Brazos Valley Community Action Agency (BVCAA) and Brazos Valley Interfaith Outreach (BVIO) for $146,025 and $99,525, respectively, in federal HOME Program Community Development Housing Organization (CHDO) Set-Aside funds. 
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Item Summary:  The federal HOME Grant requires that the City make 15% of each year’s grant allocation available for non-profit agencies that meet the definition of a Community Development Housing Organization (CHDO).  CHDO’s must have, as one of their goals, the provision of affordable housing.  They must also have board make-ups that comply with HOME Program requirements.  These MOU’s obligate funds from the City’s last four HOME grants.  These funds may only be used by CHDO eligible organizations. 



Item Background:  The HOME Program provides assistance to lower income persons by making  funds available for a variety of affordable housing activities.  The CHDO set-aside funds may be used for most HOME eligible activities.  If these funds are not made available to eligible non-profits, or if no eligible non-profit utilizes the funds, those funds are recaptured by HUD.  These funds being recommended for BVCAA and BVIO include previously obligated but unused funds and newly obligated funds.  The attached MOU’s require the CHDO’s first receive City approval for each project or program they desire to carryout.  Both organizations fulfill most if not all CHDO requirements.  The Dept. of HUD allows the City to commit funds to organizations while they satisfy program organizational requirements.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Funding for this project will come entirely from the City’s annual HOME Investment Partnership Grants.  These funds may only be used by eligible CHDO’s.



Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends approval.
