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Item:  Bid No. 99-99.  Consideration and possible action on an annual contract for utility line locate services.  Staff recommends award to lowest, responsible bidder meeting specifications - UtiliQuest for $69,025.00.


Item Summary:  This request is to approve a contract for services to locate the City’s electric, water, sewer lines as mandated by the Underground Facility Prevention and Damage Safety Act.  The City is required to locate these lines after notification is given that utility companies and developers are going to ‘dig’ in the City’s right of way.  

House Bill 2295 requires that anyone who is going to ‘dig’ in the ground must first call for locates through a state ‘one-call’ system 48 hours prior to starting.  The locates are only good for 14 days and have to be relocated if work is not completed by that time.  The contract will be used as needed for an initial term of one year September 25, 1999 through September 24, 2000.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Sealed competitive bids were solicited from twelve (12) companies.  Two (2) bids were received and opened on August 5, 1999.  Summary results follow:
