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Item:  Bid No. 99-82.  Consideration and possible action on demolition of Meridian Apartments including Alternate A removal of concrete slab.  Staff recommends award to lowest, responsible bidder meeting specifications - Laughlin Environmental, Inc. for $163,673.00.


Item Summary:  This project involves demolition of twelve (12) two-story apartment structures formerly operated as the Meridian Apartments, Phase III with all materials disposed of as asbestos-contaminated debris.  In January 1999, an EPA accredited inspector licensed by the State of Texas took samples from the Meridian Apartment complex and found small quantities of conventional asbestos material in the building (results attached).  The City of College Station with the assistance of HBC Engineering developed specifications for the construction/demolition of said apartments and the resulting contract is also attached.

The asbestos-contaminated debris will be taken to a State-approved disposal site chosen by the contractor.  The local landfill is not capable of handling this type of debris, although it can be the dumping place for the Meridian Apartments’ concrete slab.

Item Background:  The Structural Standards Board condemned these buildings and an order was issued to the Owner to demolish and remove the debris.  The Owner failed to comply with the order.  Therefore, the City is demolishing the structures.  A lien will be placed on the property for the cost of demolition.  Any funds received back as a result of this lien will be considered as CDBG Program Income and go back into that account.
Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Sealed competitive bids were solicited from twenty-three (23) companies.  Ten (10) bids were received and opened on August 12, 1999.  Summary results follow:
