Item Summary:  This project consists of the installation of concrete walks, site work, playground equipment with rubber granules and pea gravel, redwood signage, groundcover beds, keystone concrete block planters, and brick pavers.  The electrical work includes underground wiring from power poles to meter pedestal.  Eastgate Park is located on the corner of Foster Street and Walton Drive.  Lion’s Park is located at the north end of Chappel Street, near Peyton Street. 

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Sealed competitive bids were solicited from twenty-three (23) companies.  Two (2) bids were received and opened on August 4, 1999.  Summary results follow:

Funds are available and budgeted in Parks Projects Fund and Street Project (Sidewalk) Funds.  The sidewalks were $11,300, and will be funded from the Sidewalk Project Funds.  The Lions Park Playground is $20,000 and these funds are from the Parks FY 1998-99 Replacement Fund.  The remaining funding source is the 1990 bond funds for Eastgate Park Improvements ($29,900).  This will close out the 1990 Parks Bond Fund Projects.
