Item Summary:  This purchase involves the removal of the existing outdoor switchgear, transformer, and the associated foundation and the installation of a new switchgear that will provide a Main-TIE-Main configuration, dual transformer feeds along with separate feeders to two existing Motor Control Centers at the Sandy Point Road Pump Station.  The Motor Control Center (MCC) is the control circuitry and switching that actually starts and stops all of the electrical equipment at the facility.

Reliability is the main concern for this purchase.  The existing switchgear is obsolete and repair parts are no longer readily available.  The existing switchgear offers no redundancy to the electrical switching system to the MCC’s, which means any failure of the non-redundant equipment results in a loss of the entire facility.

The Sandy Point Pump Station is a critical component of the water production system.  Without it, College Station’s water supply is limited to what is available in the storage tanks, which would only last for a matter of a few hours.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Sealed competitive bids were solicited from twenty-three (23) firms.  Four (4) bids were received and opened on August 23, 1999.  Summary results follow:
