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Item:  Consideration and possible action to purchase a replacement Ford Econoline Cargo Van for $16,828.01 from Philpott Motor Company via the Houston-Galveston Area Council.

Item Summary:  This purchase is necessary to replace a cargo van for Management Information Services that was ‘totaled’ in an accident which occurred on May 19, 1999 at 100 W. King Cole in College Station.  Risk Management subrogated and received $5,678.13 from Anco Insurance, the insurance company for the other party involved in the accident.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  The Houston-Galveston Area Council of Governments  (H-GAC) has competitively bid and awarded their cars, light trucks, and MPVs contract to Philpott Motor Company.  The City of College Station has an interlocal agreement with the H-GAC that allows the City to ‘piggyback’ on their contracts.  Funds are available in the Property and Casualty Fund ($5,600) and the Equipment/Vehicle Replacement Fund (11,228.01).  This cargo van was scheduled to be replaced in 2002.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends purchase of a Ford Econoline Cargo Van to replace unit #26-02 for $16,828.01 from Philpott Motor Company via H-GAC.
