Brazos Coal-Terry “B” Unit, Well No. 1RE – proposal to re-drill oil well at an existing oil well site. (99-807)

The PRC held a meeting on Wednesday, August 25, 1999 to review the above-mentioned project.  Mr. Bruchez explained that the oil well re-drill would be located in the same location as the existing well, but they would be drilling in the opposite direction.  He stated that using the existing well bores would cut down on the drilling time and there would be no new drill sites.  He also informed PRC that the casing was installed in 1993 and was still in great shape.

Jessica Jimmerson informed the PRC that this well was still considered a rural well due to the distance it was from residential development.  

Commissioner Parker motioned to recommend approval of the re-drill to the City Council.  Commissioner Horlen seconded and the motioned passed 3-0.
