Item Summary:  The Tax Increment Finance (TIF) Board was created in December 1988 as part of the Wolf Pen Creek Creek Corridor Reinvestment Zone No. 1 designation.   Since the May 1999 election, Steve Esmond and David Hickson no longer serve on the Board of Directors.  This item provides for Council appointments to fill these vacancies.  

The Wolf Pen Creek TIF Board consist of five members:  three members appointed by the College Station City Council, one member appointed by the College Station Independent School District, and one member appointed by the Brazos County Commissioners Court.  The terms for each member is two years.  In December 1998, the Council appointed Chris Barzilla to serve as a member through December 2000.  

The Historic Preservation Committee consists of nine members and one alternate.  Rebecca Berry submitted her resignation because she has moved to Tyler.  She was on the committee for two years and reappointed this year for two years.  Her replacement will fill the unexpired term through 2001.

The City has advertised these vacancies in The Eagle and on the cable access channel.  The Council may receive applications after the distribution of this packet.
