Item Summary:  This item is for the presentation of historic home plaque #52 to Elton & Peggy Abbott.

Item Background:  The home at 1208 Munson Avenue was built as a six room tile dwelling house by Dr. Kuiken, one of the three original members of the Biochemistry faculty at Texas A&M in the Fall of 1947, for $5,000.  In 1952, the house was sold to Robert Reid for $12,000.  Improvements were made twice to the house by Mr. Reid, in 1956 and again in 1960.  This home did not follow the same building style as the rest of the neighborhood.  It is an exterior load bearing construction of clay- tile masonry units with steel frame casement windows.  The air conditioning system includes an underfloor tile duct return air system, often only found in commercial structures.  The floors are hardwood.  The house sits on two lots.

Related Advisory Board Recommendations:  The Historic Preservation Committee approved this historic home at their meeting on February 3, 1999.  All in attendance agreed that this application was complete and that this home should be added to the growing list of historic places in College Station.
Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends the presentation of this plaque to Elton and Peggy Abbott.
