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Item:  Public hearing, discussion, and possible action on the Brazos County Emergency Communications District Budget for FY2000.

Item Summary:  The City of College Station, among other agencies, must review and approve the proposed budget for the Emergency Communications (E911) District each fiscal year since that entity services College Station telephone subscribers.  After the public hearing and consideration of the City Council, a resolution is requested to approve the budget as proposed.

Item Background:  The Health and Safety Code 772.309 requires the approval of the E911 District’s budget by the Commissioners Court of the County located in the District, and a majority of the participating jurisdictions in the District.  The Board of Managers of the District have approved and adopted the Budget for fiscal year 1999-2000.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  This proposed budget is approximately 6% less than the 1998/1999 budget and due primarily to the decreased expenditures for capital outlays and reserve.  At the request of both Emergency Management Coordinators, all EOC expenses (lease and telephone costs) are included in this budget and for their respective entity.  Brazos County and the City of Bryan will realize about a 3.5% increase in Dispatch Contract Fees.  The City of College Station is not effected at all.  The total FY2000 budget amount is $2,023,776.

Related Advisory Board Recommendations:  The Brazos County Emergency Communications District Board of Managers recommends approval of the budget as presented.
