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Item:  Bid No. 98-74.  Consideration and possible action on renewal for concrete water boxes.  Staff recommends renewal agreement with International Hughes Supply of Texas for an annual estimated expenditure of $41,000.00.  The term of agreement is September 1, 1999 through August 31, 2000.

Item Summary:  Bid No. 98-74 was originally awarded in August 1998.  The purchase of concrete water meter boxes will be made from this contract as needed throughout the year.  Meter boxes are maintained in inventory and issued as replacements and/or new construction mandates.  This is the first renewal option and may be rebid next year or renewed for one additional term.

While the agreement date began on September 1, 1999, no boxes have been purchased.  The renewal agreement was to be brought before the City Council in August 1999, but the vendor delayed the renewal as they tried to determine if they could provide the product for the same price as last year.  The vendor agreed to keep the price the same, and the renewal is now brought to the City Council for consideration.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Funds are available as budgeted in the water/wastewater inventory account and expensed as used.  The inventory account is not a budgeted account as inventory is considered an asset.  The expenses for the boxes will be attributed to whatever project they are needed for as the project occurs.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends the renewal agreement with International Hughes Supply of Texas for annual estimated expenditure of $41,000.00.
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Council Action Options:

1. Approve staff recommendation.

2. Reject renewal agreement and redirect staff.
