Item Summary:  The purchase of miscellaneous tires will be made from this contract as needed throughout the year.  The proposed term of this contract commences upon award and extends for 12 months.  Provisions are allowed to renew the contract upon mutual consent of both parties.  Tires are maintained in inventory; they are ordered and issued as needed.  

The City’s current tire vendor, Batson Tire, is no longer in business.  Staff is recommending Goodyear because they have submitted a responsive bid to the City’s delivery needs.  Goodyear guarantees delivery in 2 days, whereas Pilger’s could only specify a delivery range of 1 to 30 days.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Sealed competitive bids were solicited from nine (9) companies.  Two bids were received and opened on September 1, 1999.  Summary results follow:
