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Item:  Contract No. 99-199.  Consideration and possible action on a professional services contract with Malcolm Pirnie, Inc. for engineering design and construction management for the construction of capital improvements to the water production facilities.

Item Summary:  This item is for approval of a professional services contract with Malcolm Pirnie for the following services:

1) Prepare engineered plans and specifications for the construction of capital improvements to the City’s water production facilities to include the addition of a water well and collection piping, cooling towers, transfer pump and a parallel water transmission pipeline.  

2) Prepare construction bidding documents and assist City staff with selection of the most qualified bidder. 

3) Provide construction management services including inspection and oversight of the construction contractor.

Item Background:  The City of College Station has operated the wellfield production and transmission facilities at an average of 88% capacity during two of the three summer months for the past two years.  Peak daily demands exceeding 90% of wellfield production and transmission capacity were recorded on 52 days over the same time period, representing a 28% frequency of occurrence.

Malcolm Pirnie has gained intimate knowledge of the City of College Station’s wellfield production and transmission facilities through the ongoing feasibility study of the proposed consolidated water supply system, which includes the City of College Station, the City of Bryan and Texas A&M University.  Malcolm Pirnie is therefore considered the most qualified engineering firm for design and construction management of the proposed capital improvements for the City of College Station.

Constructing these capital improvements will not effect the development and viability of the proposed consolidated water supply system.  The assets created by this construction project are consistent with the plans being developed for the consolidated system.  While it is necessary for the City to proceed with this project at this time in order to meet the existing and projected growth needs for College Station, the associated debt service will become the liability of the consolidated entity in the event of its success.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:   Funds are available as budgeted and approved in the FY 1999-00 Water Revenue Bond Funds totaling $1,230,000.00 for the professional services contract.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends award to Malcolm Pirnie, Inc. of Dallas, Texas as most qualified engineer as stated above.  The total expenditure for professional services is $1,230,000.00.  Staff notes for Council that the estimate for the construction contractor’s portion of the project (excluding engineering) is approximately $9,260,000.00.
