Item Summary:  The Safe and Sober Selective Traffic Enforcement Grant is a federally funded grant administrated by the Texas Department of Transportation.  It covers overtime costs for College Station Police Officers to address speed, occupant protection and “Driving While Intoxicated” offenses.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  The grant covers 100% of costs for officers and support staff during fiscal year 1999-2000 to address designated offenses.  The grant amount is $55,035.
