Item Summary:  This project consists of repair and repainting of the Dowling Road pump station, a five million gallon tank.  Repairs include repair or replacement of gaskets, screens, bands, seals, overflow pipe, safety climb devices, and level electrodes.  Preparation and coating will be done to exterior and interior tank prior to repainting.  

An additional project requirement is to demolish and remove a two million gallon water storage tank located on University Drive. The contract has 30 days from that time to begin work.  Staff anticipates with this schedule that the tank demolition should be completed sometime shortly after the first of the year.  At that time, the Water and Wastewater Division will have completed their need for this site.  All utility infrastructure on site (except for a 20" water line across the site) will have been removed.  The pump station building and anything that is left in it at that time will be available for whatever uses the City might need.
Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Sealed competitive bids were solicited from fourteen (14) companies.  Eight (8) bids were received and opened on September 21, 1999.  Summary results follow:
