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Item:  Bid No. 99-108.  Consideration and possible action on the renovation of Adamson Pool.  Staff recommends award to the lowest, responsible bidder meeting specifications, Progressive Chemicals, Inc., for $747,600.00.

Item Summary:  This project will accomplish a major renovation of Adamson Pool and its mechanical systems.  All concrete decks will be replaced, the pool will be plastered, the gutter system will be replaced with a stainless steel gutter system, and the entire pump and filter system will be replaced.  The electrical supply will be replaced along with provisions for a new filter system for the wading pool.  A second slide will be added to the existing slide, utilizing funds from the 1998 bond proposal designated for an additional water feature for Adamson Pool. 

Item Background:  Adamson Pool, located in Bee Creek Park, was constructed in 1974.  It is the largest pool operated by the City of College Station.  In 1992 and 1993, the pool’s usage was enhanced through the installation of water slides and other water park features.  Adamson Pool has the largest attendance of the College Station pools.  The attendance at this pool was 38,761 for 1999.  

Use of Waterscape Consultants, Inc., was approved by the City Council on December 11, 1997 for a conditions report, and again on December 10, 1998 for final design of the renovation.  Waterscape Consultants, Inc., completed the conditions report on Adamson Pool in May 1998.  In January 1999, design work began on renovations suggested by the report.  These renovations will meet all current pool standards by the Texas Department of Health and improve water quality, safety, and ease of operation.  The electrical system, when renovations are complete, will meet the current National Electric Codes.

Budget and Financial Summary:  There were eight (8) plan holders, two (2) bids were received and opened on September 21, 1999.  Summary results follow:

Funds are available and budgeted as follows:  $701,000 in Parks Projects Fund, FY2000 Capital Improvements, and $50,000 from 1998 Bonds.

Staff Recommendation: Staff recommends award to the lowest, responsible bidder meeting specifications - Progressive Chemicals, Inc., Texas for $474,600.00.
