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Item:  Consideration and possible action on a contract for professional services with Camp, Dresser & McKee, Inc. (CDM) for engineering design and construction management of the Lick Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant Expansion and Trunk Line Sewers.

Item Summary:  This item is for approval of a professional services contract with CDM for the following services -

1. Conduct an engineering study to determine through population and flow projections the optimal initial and ultimate capacity of the Lick Creek Wastewater Treatment Plant (WWTP).  Determine the most cost-effective liquid treatment processes and develop the most cost-effective biosolids processing and management plan.

2. Prepare engineered construction plans and specifications for the expansion of the Lick Creek WWTP and construction of the associated trunk line sewers.

3. Prepare construction bidding documents and assist City staff with selection of the most qualified bidder(s).    

4. Provide construction management services including inspection and oversight of the construction contractor(s).
Item Background:  The existing Lick Creek WWTP is currently operating at 40 percent of its usable design capacity.  The City’s 1993 Master Plan along with current population forecasts indicate the Lick Creek WWTP will use up this remaining capacity by 2002.  The design and construction process must therefore begin now in order to complete the plant expansion and allow operations to begin within this timeframe. 

Staff has required CDM to provide a scope of services to include design and construction management of two sections of the trunk line sewer that may be constructed by private developers.  Should this occur, the engineering fees for these items shall be deducted from the contract with CDM. 

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Funds are available as budgeted and approved in the FY1999-00 Sewer Revenue Bond Funds totaling $2,000,940.00 for the professional services contract.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends award to Camp, Dresser & McKee Inc., Austin, Texas as most qualified engineer as determined through the RFP process.  The total expenditure for professional services is $2,000,940.00.  Staff notes for Council that the estimate for the construction contractor’s portion of the project (excluding engineering) is approximately $11,100,000.00.
