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Item:  Consideration and possible action approving a resolution to apply for a State-administered grant for the Police Department to expand efforts to address the enforcement of underage drinking laws.

Item Summary:  The Brazos Valley Council of Governments has made us aware of a one-year grant (renewable for up to a three year life span) administered by the Criminal Justice Division of the Office of the Governor.  The deadline for application is October 15, 1999, and the process is competitive.  The amount of funding, if awarded, will be based on budgeted prevention and enforcement efforts that are comprehensive and combat underage drinking.  The minimum award is $50,000 and the maximum is $200,000 per year.  If approved, the application will be hand delivered to the Criminal Justice Division Office in Austin on Friday, October 15.

Item Background:  This grant is a federally funded effort administered by the State of Texas.  It is open to municipalities and county governments.  With College Station having a large population of minors, along with the number of alcohol violations, extra efforts toward education and strict enforcement is needed to help save lives, property, and quality of life concerns.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Most, if not all, fines associated with the Alcoholic Beverage Code filed within the City will be adjudicated in Municipal Court.  Funding for the extra time necessary to process citations and arrests will be budgeted as overtime in the grant application for Records and Municipal Court clerks, as well as the staff accountant processing of mandated reports regarding the grant.  No matching funds are necessary.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends approval of the resolution.
