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Item:  Consideration and possible action on the donation of the lot at 910 Welsh Street to the Bryan-College Station Chapter of Habitat for Humanity.

Item Summary:  The Habitat for Humanity has requested  assistance in acquiring lots to build homes for low to moderate-income families.  Staff’s goal is to be able to assist them with that endeavor.  Each warranty deed requires that Habitat constructs a home within a prescribed period of time (18 months), otherwise the property reverts back to the City.
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Item Background:  The Community Development Office bought this property using federal CDBG  Grant funds.  The CDBG Program is a federal grant program providing among other things funds to facilitate affordable housing.  Funds may be used to rehabilitate or construct properties and to provide down payment assistance to income-eligible buyers.  This lot was purchased from Hector and Delia Gonzales with the full understanding that the lot was being donated to Habitat for Humanity to help a family in need.  

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Federal CDBG grant funds were used to buy the property.
