Item Summary:  The Brazos Health Department has requested that certain fees charged for services such as food service permits, food service follow-up inspections, on site sewage facilities permits and inspections be increased or added to the fee schedules for services provided by the Health Department.  The Health Department carries out a number of health related functions for the City by contract.  The fees help to offset the costs to the City of those functions.  The City Attorney drafted the attached ordinance.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  The fees authorized in the ordinance help to offset the costs allocated to the City of College Station by the Brazos Health Department.  The budget amount for the Health Department for FY 00 is $89,775 and will not change as a result of the adoption of this ordinance.
