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Item:  Discussion and possible action on nominating one member for the Brazos County Appraisal District (BCAD) Board of Directors.

Item Summary:  The BCAD has a board of directors with five members.  The consensus has been that the Bryan ISD elects two board members, College Station ISD elects one board member and the Cities of Bryan and College Station each appoint one board member.  The board is responsible for overseeing the operation of the BCAD, approving its budget and appointing appraisal review board members.  BCAD members are elected in odd numbered years and take office for a two year period beginning January 1 of the year after being elected.

The action the Council is to take at this meeting is to select someone the Council wishes to nominate as its representative to the BCAD.  The nominee may be anyone living in Brazos County.  He or she may also be a member of the City Council, but may not City staff.  The Council will vote on its nominee and the other nominated board members at the City Council meeting on November 11.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  This action has no direct financial implication.  The City as a taxing entity is required by law to pay its portion of the BCAD budget and the appropriation for FY 00 is approximately $97,000.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends that Council nominate any citizen it wishes to represent its interests at the BCAD.

2. Not make a nomination.
