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Item:  Consideration and possible action on a request for oversize participation in the amount of $15,276.00 for extensions of a 12-inch water line from near the intersection of Earl Rudder Freeway and University Drive East.  The line will cross under University Drive and extend west along the north side of University Drive for approximately 350-feet, and will be constructed with the Final Plats for Block One, Lot 3 Gateway Subdivision and Gateway Phase I Subdivision.

Item Summary:  This request for oversize participation is being made in accordance with Section 9-C of the subdivision regulations.  The final plats for Block One, Lot 3 of The Gateway, and The Gateway Phase I require the extension of water lines to and through the subdivisions.  The applicant’s engineer has determined, and City staff verified, that typical commercial development would require an 8-inch water line for the portion east of the intersection of Glenhaven Drive.  City staff has determined that a 12-inch water line would better serve the area providing a parallel 12-inch water line on the north side of University Drive.  The estimated cost difference between an 8 and 12-inch line is $15,276.     fillin 
Item Background:  On July 1, 1999, the Planning and Zoning Commission approved the preliminary plat for the Gateway.  The final plats of Block 1, Lot 3 of the Gateway, and Gateway Phase I were approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission on July 1 and July 15, respectively.  These subdivisions are required to extend water service along University Drive.

Currently, a 16-inch water line exists on the south side of University Drive.  A 12-inch water line bore currently exists near the new Micro-Age Computer Complex.  The Gateway Phase I plat will extend a 12-inch water line, on the north side of University Drive, east to approximately even with the Frost Drive intersection.  At this point, the Gateway Phase I plat will extend two parallel 8-inch water lines east to approximately even with the Glenhaven Drive intersection.  

The oversize participation 12-inch water line begins at this location and extends east approximately 350-feet to approximately in front of the 1700 Building of Scott & White to be built by the developer of Gateway Phase I.  At this point, the developer of Block One, Lot 3 of the Gateway will extend an oversize participation 12-inch water line bore under University Drive and connect to the existing 16-inch water line on the south side of University.   This plan will give an equivalent 12-inch water line along the north side of University Drive.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Funds are available and budgeted in FY 00 for water oversize participation in the Water Capital Project Fund.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends approval of oversize participation not to exceed the amount of  $15,276.00 for the construction of the 12-inch water line.  Sixty-three percent of this amount being payable to the developers of Block One, Lot 3 of the Gateway, and 37 percent to the developer of Gateway Phase I.
