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Item:  Consideration and possible action on staff selection of and a professional services contract with O’Malley Engineers of Brenham, Texas, for design services for Veterans Park and Athletic Complex.  The contract will be in the amount of $168,200.

Item Summary:  Requests for Qualifications (RFQ# 99-109) were advertised and mailed by the Purchasing Division, seeking proposals from firms interested in providing design services for Phase One of Veterans Park and Athletic Complex.  The proposals submitted were reviewed by a group composed of three Parks and Recreation Board members and four City staff members.  These Parks and Recreation Board members compose a subcommittee dedicated to the development of Veterans Park and Athletic Complex.

The Parks and Recreation Board members included Glen Davis, John Nichols, and John Crompton.  Staff members included Steve Beachy, Parks and Recreation Director; Bob Mosley, City Engineer; Eric Ploeger, Assistant Director of Parks and Recreation; and Pete Vanecek, Senior Park Planner.  Initially, seven proposals were received and were ranked by staff members.  The top four firms were then interviewed by the Board subcommittee and staff.  

The four firms are listed below in the order of preference by the subcommittee.


O’Malley Engineers


Ash and Brown Engineering, Incorporated


CSC Engineering and Environmental Consultants, Incorporated


Municipal Development Group

Staff negotiated an agreement with O’Malley Engineers that includes all design services listed in the Request for Qualifications, plus related surveying and Geotechnical investigations.  Another item included is an item for O’Malley Engineers to assist staff and the Parks and Recreation Board with the development of the overall Master Plan for Veterans Park and Athletic Complex.  References called were recent clients of O’Malley Engineers who had developed athletic complexes or fields.  All comments were positive.  O’Malley Engineers designed the conversion of Kyle Field from artificial turf to grass.

Item Background:  The successful Bond Issue in 1995 included funding for the purchase of a large Athletic Park.  Veterans Park was purchased in August, 1998.  The 1998 Bond Issue included funding for the development of Veterans Park Phase I.  The Phase I budget was for the initial installation of adult softball fields, soccer fields, utility extensions, parking, rest rooms, trails, drainage improvements, and roadways.

The Veterans Park and Athletic Complex Subcommittee, along with staff, is in the process of developing a Master Plan that will guide future development.  This Master Plan will be reviewed by the Parks and Recreation Board and presented to the City Council.  During this time, studies for possible endangered species and an archeological survey will be completed.  O’Malley Engineers will assist with the development of this Master Plan as part of this agreement.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  The successful 1998 Municipal Bond Program contained $2,120,000 for design fees and construction.  Funds for this project are budgeted in the FY 00 Parks Capital Project Fund.  The following is an itemization of the design fees as specified by the design contract.
