Item Summary:  The existing public utility easement interferes with the proposed location of a residence preferred by the owner.  The owner has submitted another public utility easement (Exhibit 2A & 2B) to replace the public utility easement proposed to be abandoned (Exhibit 1A & 1B).

Item Background:  No utilities are currently located within the public utility easement proposed to be abandoned.  The application for abandonment has been approved by Lone Star Gas, GTE Southwest Inc., TCA, PUD, Fire Marshall, Building Official, Zoning Official, and City Engineer.  The easement proposed to be abandoned lies completely within the interior of the residential lot.
Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends the approval of the abandonment of the 0.078 acre public utility easement.
