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Item:  Consideration and possible action on an ordinance amending Chapter 10 Section 4, paragraph G, changing the hourly fee for parking in the Northgate Promenade Parking Lot.

Item Summary:  This proposed amendment changes the hourly fee from $1.00 per hour to $.50 per hour from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. and $1.00 per hour from 6:00 p.m. to 2:00 a.m.  It is proposed that all other fees remain unchanged at this time.  Please be aware that the current pay and display parking equipment accepts change, but does not make change.  

Item Background:  This item is a reconsideration of an item presented to City Council on   November 12, 1998.  At that time, the Northgate District Association requested that the daytime fees be reduced in order to encourage better utilization of the parking lot during daytime hours.  The request was denied.  During “Hear Visitors” at the July 8, 1999 City Council meeting, Suanne Pledger, President of the Northgate District Association asked for reconsideration of their request and presented a petition consisting of 37 signatures.  Staff received direction from City Council to place this item back on the agenda.

During the interim, Staff contracted with Carl Walker Associates, a group specializing in parking lot management and operations.  The contract provided for evaluation of the operations and maintenance of the Promenade parking lot.  In addition, the scope also included a recommendation on fees.  The Executive Summary of the report is now available, and the consultant recommends that the rates should be changed “to $0.50 per half-hour to allow for the short-term parking needs of the local businesses”.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  This amendment could result in an increase in revenue if the number of vehicles parking in the lot during daytime hours increases.  If there is not an increase in daytime parking, there will be a slight decrease in revenue.

Related Advisory Board Recommendations: The Northgate Revitalization Board has considered this fee structure twice, both on November 3, 1998 and October 19, 1999, and unanimously recommended approval of the $0.50 per hour rate on both occasions.

Staff Recommendation: Staff recommends approval of the $0.50 per hour daytime rate, which is consistent with the De Shazo parking feasibility analysis.
