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Item:  Discussion and possible action on appointment of two representatives to the B/CS Chamber of Commerce Special Attractions Committee

Item Summary:  The B/CS Chamber is requesting that the Council appoint two members to the Special Attractions Task Force, with at least one elected official or top level decision-maker.   The Parks Board has recommended appointment of Chris Barzilla to the Task Force.  They also recommended Bill Davis to serve as alternate.

Item Background:  At the August 12, 1999 meeting, Nancy Crouch, chairman of the Special Attractions Committee made a presentation to the Council on an Integrated Attractions Plan.  The purpose of this plan is to develop strategies that may be implemented in order to provide education and entertainment for visitors and to encourage them to stay in the community longer.

At the September 23, 1999 City Council meeting, Council adopted a resolution supporting a  unified tourism approach.  In addition, staff received direction that the Parks Board should bring forth a recommendation on a nominee to serve on this committee and to bring the appointments back for consideration in October.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Budget implications would need to be addressed as additional information becomes available.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends appointment of two representatives. If this item is approved by City Council, Acting City Manager Tom Brymer recommends that Kim Foutz, Director of Economic Development be designated as staff liaison on this project.
