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Item:  Consideration and possible action on an ordinance amending Chapter 3 “Building Regulations” of the Code of Ordinances of the City of College Station, Texas, by amending certain sections as set out, dissolving the Electrical Examining Board. 

Item Summary:  The electrical examining board was originally established to review applications for master electricians and test the applicants to determine if they should be licensed to perform electrical work in the City of College Station.  However since 1995, the City has retained the testing services of Southern Building Code Congress International (SBCCI) as the third party testing agency for master electricians.  This change has greatly diminished the need for an examining board.

Item Background:  This item was originally discussed at the workshop meeting on  October 14, 1999.  At the workshop meeting, Council directed staff to prepare an ordinance dissolving the Electrical Examining Board.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends adoption.
