
ORDINANCE NO. 2419
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 3, “BUILDING REGULATIONS”, OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF COLLEGE STATION, TEXAS, BY AMEND​ING CERTAIN SECTIONS AS SET OUT BELOW; PROVIDING A SEVERABILITY CLAUSE; AND DECLARING A PENALTY.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLLEGE STATION, TEXAS:

PART 1:
That Chapter 3, “Building Regulations”, of the Code of Ordinances of the City of College Station, Texas, be amended as set out in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto and made a part of this ordinance for all purposes.

PART 2:
That if any provisions of any section of this ordinance shall be held to be void or unconstitutional, such holding shall in no way effect the validity of the remaining provi​sions or sections of this ordinance, which shall remain in full force and effect.

PART 3:
That any person, firm, or corporation violating any of the provisions of this chapter shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be punishable by a fine of not less than Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00) nor more than Two Thousand Dollars ($2,000.00).  Each day such violation shall continue or be permitted to continue, shall be deemed a separate offense.  Said Ordinance, being a penal ordinance, becomes effective ten (10) days after its date of passage by the City Council, as provided by Section 35 of the Charter of the City of College Station.

EXHIBIT A

LICENSING


1.
Licensing as Master Electrician Required
It shall be unlawful for any person to do electrical work within the City of College Station unless such person is li​censed under the provisions of this ordinance by the City of College Station as a master electrician, or un​less such electrical work is performed under the per​sonal control, su​pervision, direction and responsibility of such a licensed master electrician. The term 'electrical work' as used in this ordi​nance shall mean the in​stalling, maintaining, al​tering, repair​ing or erecting of any electrical wiring, ap​paratus, devices, appliances, fix​tures or equipment for which a permit is required un​der the terms and provisions of this ordinance, except poles and guy anchors installed by an electric telephone, telegraph, signal or public serv​ice com​pany as a part of its distribution system.

2.
Building Official Electrical Board Created To Administer Licensing   Provisions
There is hereby created an Electrical Board consisting of five (5) members. The five mem​bers of the Board shall be ap​pointed by the City Council. The five shall not be em​ployees of the City, and one shall be licensed as a mas​ter electri​cian by the City. The Board shall select its own chairman. The members of the Board shall serve at the pleasure of the City Council except any Board member shall be replaced any time he fails to meet the criteria for appointment or if his attendance at called meet​ings falls below seventy percent (70%) for any twelve (12) month period or he fails to attend three (3) consecutive meetings. The Building Official Board shall review ap​plicants for master electricians license to determine if their experi​ence is such that they are qualified to perform electrical work in the City of College Station. and determine by majority vote of the Board that a license shall or shall not be issued. Said Board shall determine, by majority vote of the Board, as hereafter provided, The Building Official shall also determine when licenses shall be revoked for cause failure to meet the standards and provisions set forth in this chapter. If said Board the Building Official revokes a license for cause, the individual whose li​cense is revoked shall cease all electrical work within the City unless or until said action of the Board Building Official is altered by action of the City Council or a court of law Construction Board of Adjustments and Appeals. Also serving with the Board will be an employee from the City who will serve as a staff liaison.


3.
Qualifications for Master Electrician License
Anyone desiring to qualify for a 'Master Electrician's License' shall proceed in the following manner:



(a)
Application for Registration Fee License
Apply in writing to the Secretary of the Electrical Board Building Official by completing an appli​cation for master electrician. to SBCCI to take the qualify​ing SBCCI examination. The applica​tion shall state the qualifications and expe​rience of the applicant and shall be accompanied by an application fee of Forty-five Dollars ($45.00), Twenty-five Dollars ($25.00). (The minimum required experience shall be four [4] years full time employ​ment in electrical work under direct supervision of a li​censed master elec​trician). Along with the applica​tion shall be two (2) letters of recom​menda​tion. The letters shall be from master electri​cians or elec​trical inspectors who can recom​mend the applicant for registration. The 

applicant must also provide certification from Southern Building Code Congress International (SBCCI) that he passed the master electrician examination. 



(b)
Examination; Administration of
Take the examination required by the City of College Station and admin​is​tered by SBCCI. in College Station, Texas.  The examination will be given four (4) times each year, once during each quarter of the calendar year.



(c)
Issuance of License; Terms of
Upon certification by SBCCI that the applicant he has passed the examination and  upon approval by the Building Official that the applicant is eligible for the registration as a 'Master Elec​trician', the applicant he shall be issued said registration license by the Building Official upon payment of a Twenty-five Dollar ($25.00) fee. Said license shall be good for the period of that calendar year unless revoked by the Building Official Electrical Examining Board and only after just cause has been demonstrated.  All licenses shall expire upon the date of January 31 of the following year in which the license was issued.
