Electrical Examining Board Sunset Provision
The Electrical Examining Board currently reviews applications for Master Electricians to determine if they should be licensed to perform electrical work in the City of College Station. The Electrical Board also has the authority to revoke electrical licenses for just cause.

In 1995 the City of College Station began using the testing services of Southern Building Code Congress International (SBCCI) for Master Electricians.  The majority of municipalities in Texas also Utilize SBCCI for testing of electrical applicants. Prior to1995, the City provided the test for Master Electricians and the Electrical Examining Board was charged with grading the examinations.  By utilizing the testing services of SBCCI, the City now has a third party testing agency that is also recognized by many other municipalities in Texas.   However, this change has greatly diminished the need for an examining board since SBCCI provides that service.

Staff recommends that the Electrical Examining Board be dissolved and the responsibility for licensing Master Electricians be delegated to the Building Official in conformance with the provisions outlined in the Code of Ordinances. This recommendation is based on the fact that SBCCI now performs all testing of Master Electrician applicants to determine their qualifications for licensing.
