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Item:  Consideration and possible action on a request for oversize participation in the amount of $7,309 for extension of a 12-inch water line from the intersection of Harvey Road and State Highway 158, northwest approximately 250 feet along Highway 158.  The line will be constructed with the Final Plat for the Super “B” Subdivision.

Item Summary:  This request for oversize participation is being made in accordance with Section 9-C of the subdivision regulations.  All lots of the Super “B’ Subdivision can currently be served with an existing 12-inch waterline along Harvey Road (State Highway 30).  However, the final plat for the Super “B” Subdivision requires the extension of water lines through the subdivision.  

Traditionally an 8-inch water line is required to be extended through a commercial subdivision.  City staff has determined that a 12-inch water line would better serve the area.  The College Station Water Master Plan calls for a 12- inch line to be extended to the north along Highway 158 to Highway 60, and then turns west along Highway 60 towards the East Bypass.  The estimated cost difference between an 8 and 12-inch line is $7,309.     fillin 
Item Background:  On September 16, 1999, the Planning and Zoning Commission approved the preliminary plat for the Super “B” Subdivision.  The final plat is scheduled for the November 4, 1999 Planning and Zoning Commission Meeting.   

The proposed route for the 12-inch water line is along Highway 158 and Highway 60, and is at the limits of College Station’s City Limits and City of Bryan’s City Limits and ETJ.  However, it was determined as the best route to provide a main transmission loop to serve the area east of Carter’s Creek by the Camp Dresser & McKee Water Distribution Master Plan completed in 1996.
