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Item:  Presentation, discussion, and possible action on revising the scope of the City Center Planning Ad Hoc Committee.

Item Summary:  The City Center Planning Ad Hoc Committee is asking the City Council to revise their scope to allow them to look at possible sites outside of the study area (property bound by Texas Avenue to the west, Krenek Tap to the north, FM 2818 to the south, and the Bypass to the east).   The Committee has determined that it would be beneficial to look at a number of different sites.  In order to do this, the Committee’s charge given by the Council will need to be changed.

Item Background:  During the Council meetings on July 8 and August 12, 1999, the Council appointed seven citizens to the City Center Planning Ad Hoc Committee.  The scope of the committee is to plan the site where a future city center with consolidated facilities will be located.  The study area presented to the Council was the property bound by Texas Avenue to the west, Krenek Tap to the north, FM 2818 to the south, and the Bypass to the east.  The City Center Planning Ad Hoc Committee also works to address the goal of Council’s Strategic Issue #22 (New City Hall).

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  On November 3, 1998, the citizens of College Station approved $1,560,000 for the “acquisition of land for a future municipal office center.”  This project will be funded using general obligation bonds, which will be issued over the course of two fiscal years.

Related Advisory Board Recommendations:  The City Center Planning Ad Hoc Committee unanimously recommended that the City change the scope of work to examine sites outside of the study area.
Council Action Options:

1. Revise scope.

2. Do not revise scope.
