Discussion and possible action on electing a chair and vice-chair

Discussion and possible action on the minutes from the meeting on November 16, 1999

Discussion and possible action on the scope and purpose of the City Center Planning Ad Hoc Committee

Tom Brymer briefed the Committee on the charge and study area.  Nancy opened up discussion, and members of the Committee debated the need to expand the scope to look at other areas of College Station.  A request was made to have staff provide a list of other 100-acre sites in College Station to review as possible locations.

Discussion and possible action on City Center Conceptual Planning Consulting Services Proposals
Tom Brymer stated that the City could have the consultant review several sites and bring recommendations to the Committee.  Tom also advised the Committee members that the top three proposed consultants could come in for interviews with the Committee before they are selected.  Staff could also have GIS analyze all potential 100-acre sites.

Thomas McKittrick motioned to recommend to the City Council that the City hire a consultant and change the scope of work to look at additional sites.  The motion was seconded by Chang-Shan Huang.  Homer Adams amended the motion to ask the City Council to change the scope to examine sites outside of the study area while the Committee interviews the possible consultants.  Thomas seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

Staff will bring the recommendation for the change of scope to the City Council at their workshop on December 13.  The recommendation for a conceptual planning consultant will go to the City Council at a later date.
