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Item:
Discussion and possible action regarding a resolution adopting an annexation plan for the City of College Station.

Item Summary:  In the last State legislative session, Senate Bill 89 amended Chapter 43 of the Local Government Code, establishing new regulations for annexation.  Included in the new requirements is a provision that Texas cities must adopt an annexation plan on or before December 31, 1999.

Annexation plans provide a three-year notice before a specific tract can be annexed.  College Station completed a multi-year annexation program in 1996.  No specific tracts have been identified for annexation at this time.  However, an annexation plan must be adopted on or before December 31.  The attached draft plan has been prepared to meet that statutory requirement.

The attached annexation plan notes that no areas have been identified for annexation at this time.  The plan also notes that other areas that may be considered for annexation include only those areas exempt from the plan requirement.  These are:

A. Areas which contain fewer than 100 separate tracts of land on which one or more residential dwellings are located on each tract;

B. Areas annexed by petition of more than 50 percent of the real property owners in the area proposed for annexation or by vote or petition of the qualified voters or real property owners;

C. An area which is or was the subject of an industrial district contract under Section 42.044 of the Local Government Code;

D. An area which is or was the subject of a strategic partnership agreement under Section 43.0751;

E. An area annexed under Section 43.026, 43.029 or 43.031 of the Local Government Code;

F. An area the City Council of the City of College Station determines that the annexation of the area is necessary to protect the area proposed for annexation or the City of College Station from:

a) Imminent destruction of property or injury to persons.

b) A condition or use that constitutes a public or private nuisance as defined by background principles of nuisance and property law of the State of Texas.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends adoption in order to meet the statutory requirement for adopting an annexation plan on or before December 31, 1999.  In the event the City proposes an annexation that is subject to the plan requirement, the plan can be amended to reflect the proposed annexation.  The annexation would then have to occur on the third anniversary of the amendment.

Council Action Options:  

1. Adopt as submitted.

2. Adopt with amendments (Council may also make amendments in the future).
