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Item:  Discussion and possible action on written agreements for all Community Development Block Grant funded service agencies for the fiscal year 1999-2000.

Item Summary:  Written agreements stipulating requirements and provisions by the subrecipient (service agency) and the Grantee (Community Development) are required under the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development regulations for all service agencies funded by Community Development Block Grant funds.  On May 13 and July 8, the Council approved funding levels for eight social service programs; however, the City and Brazos Valley Interfaith Outreach have not been able to negotiate a contract for FY99 funds (totaling $39,100).  A called public meeting of the Joint Relief Funding Review Committee was held on November 30, 1999, to reconsider applications from the six external organizations and to develop a recommendation for funding levels to Council.

Item Background:  Community Development Block Grant funding regulations allow a maximum of 15% to be set aside for public service agency funding.  The funding level for Twin City Mission – The Bridge will be increased by the amount of $29,741.00.  The funding level for Scotty’s House will be increased by the amount of $4,680.00.  The funding level for Elder Aid will be increased by the amount of $4,679.00.  These three amounts represent the $39,100 originally approved for Brazos Valley Interfaith Outreach.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  The City of College Station has historically utilized CDBG public service agency funding with an amount of $177,900 set aside for the fiscal year of 1999-2000.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff has recommended the approval of all written agreements.

Council Action Options:

1. Approval of all or some written agreements.

2. Reject all or some written agreements.
