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Item:  Discussion and possible action on an interlocal agreement with College Station Independent School District for participation in the design and construction costs ($48,650) for a regional detention facility on the Willowbranch campus.

Item Summary:  This is an interlocal agreement that provides for the City to reimburse the school district for costs it will incur by providing detention capacity in excess of that required for the development of the Willowbranch and Oakwood Middle School campuses.  The project is owned by and constructed by the school district.  The City would provide funding necessary to provide the extra capacity.

Item Background:  This project carries out a drainage utility agreement between CSISD and the City of College Station.  The City provided CSISD with an exemption from the drainage utility fees with the understanding that CSISD would allow for regional detention facilities to be constructed on CSISD property when appropriate.  This location is ideal for this kind of regional detention project.

The issue of trying to save a group of native pecan trees is related to this project.  CSISD’s detention pond proposal places the outlet control structure in a location that will cause several of these trees to die.  The City’s request for additional capacity is not the cause for the loss of the trees.  The City has offered to provide some replacement trees in order to help mitigate the loss of the native trees.

The school district has approved contracts for the construction of the detention area pending the Council’s approval of this agreement.  The additional capacity was bid as an alternate by the school district.  If the City approves the interlocal agreement then the school district will award the contract to the bidder with the lowest aggregate bid (base bid + alternate).  If the City does not approve the agreement then the school district will award the contract to the contractor with the lowest base bid.  In either case, the pecan trees are impacted by the construction.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:  Funds are available for this project in the drainage utility fund.

Related Advisory Board Recommendations:  The College Station Independent School District recommends approval of the agreement.
Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends approval of the agreement.

Council Action Options:

1. Approve the agreement.

2. Not approve the agreement.

3. Table the agreement for later action.  Tabling action on this agreement will cause delay in CSISD’s beginning construction on the project.
