Item Summary:  The TIF #7 Board of Directors is comprised of nine members including a representative of College Station Independent School District; Brazos County; and the State Senator and Representative representing this area as required by the statute.  The other five members are required to be either property owners within the TIF boundary or an agent of an owner. 

The governmental entities and State legislators were recently asked to fill the expired terms of their representatives.  These new appointments will expire on February 1, 2001 and are as follows:

The following board positions require re-appointment or new member appointment.  Their terms will expire February 1, 2000:

-Property Owner:  Mrs. Cara Diggans

-Agent:  Mr. Jim Allen

-Agent:  Ms. Sheila Fay

- Agent:  Mr. Larry Wells

These re-appointments/appointments are for a two-year term.

The Council may select any member of the TIF #7 Board to serve as Chair.  The board may then elect a vice-chairman who will chair meetings in the absence of the chairman.  Mr. Mark Chaloupka served as chairman for 1999.

Item Background:  The Board has held one meeting to date.  A meeting is scheduled for December 2, 1999 to update the Project and Finance Plan.

Staff Recommendation:  Staff recommends the re-appointment of the five members and appointment of a board member as the chair.

Council Action Options:

1. Appoint a Chair to the TIF #7 Board and re-appoint property owners and their agents.
