Item Summary:  During the last legislative session, State Senate Bill #1911 was passed creating 13 new groundwater conservation districts in the state of Texas.  One of these districts falls within the boundaries of Brazos and Robertson counties.

SB 1911 authorized the County Commissioners Courts in both Brazos and Robertson counties to appoint temporary directors to establish and oversee the operations of the District.  Four directors from each county have been appointed.  The district is presently in an organizational stage, and is preparing for the upcoming legislative session in 2001.
