Whereas, the Texas A&M University Football Team finished its 1999-2000 season ranked 20th in the nation with eight wins and four games where the Aggies were outscored; and,

Whereas, the Aggies posted their third straight perfect home schedule and now have won 19 consecutive games at Kyle Field; and,

Whereas, the Texas Aggie Football Team and Kyle Field hosted the largest crowd to ever witness a football game in the state of Texas, with 86,128 fans watching the Aggies' emotional victory over the Longhorns; and,

Whereas, the Fightin’ Texas Aggie Football Team dedicated that game to their fellow students who were killed or injured during the Bonfire tragedy; and,

Whereas, the Aggies went to a bowl game for the third straight season, and for the ninth time in 11 seasons with R.C. Slocum as head coach; and,

Whereas, Coach R.C. Slocum joined an elite group of head coaches who won their 100th game of their careers in 11 seasons or sooner, with only two other head coaches since 1960 reaching the 100 mark faster than Slocum; and,

Now therefore, be it known, that the City of College Station does hereby congratulate the 1999-2000 Fightin’ Texas Aggie Football Team on its championship season and expresses its appreciation and admiration for the team’s shining success in representing Texas A&M University and College Station.
