Item Summary:
Walton and Associates Consulting Engineers was selected as the most qualified firm from ten firms responding to an RFQ to provide professional services for the Longmire Extension.  Staff has negotiated a contract with Walton & Associates Consulting Engineers, Inc. for professional services related to the Longmire Extension Project to provide engineering design, surveying, geotechnical, bidding, and construction management services.

Item Background:
Longmire Drive is a major collector in southern College Station.  The objective of this project is to extend Longmire Drive from its current terminus at Birmingham Road to Graham Road as shown on the Thoroughfare Plan for the City of College Station.  The roadway will feature a 47’ cross section with sidewalks.  Water, sewer, and lighting needs will be evaluated in the project.

Budgetary and Financial Summary:
The anticipated budget is $455,000.00 from fiscal year 1999-2000 certificates of obligation.
