SECTION 2:
PURPOSE
The purpose is to implement measures to be taken to mitigate, prepare for, respond to and recover from the effects of war, natural disaster, technological accidents, and all other types of major incidents.  It assigns responsibilities and prescribes basic procedures to be utilized by City personnel and departments in minimizing loss of life and property damage resulting from any disaster situation.

The purpose of the Emergency Management SOP is to:

A. Provide procedures for emergency operations and the utilization of all available government resources in College Station.

B. Outline the duties and responsibilities of departments and/or individuals during City emergency operations.

C. Designate the Office of Emergency Management for the purpose of emergency planning, and coordination of emergency preparedness and response services.

D. Establish procedures for mutual assistance and coordination;
emergency response and recovery; emergency planning and coordination; mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery actions related to the City Government; and assigns responsibilities for specific duties and activities related to emergency operations and disaster recovery.

SECTION 4:
RESPONSIBILITY FOR EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT SOP

The Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) associated with Emergency Management are maintained under separate cover due to its’ dynamic nature, and need for frequent revision or modification.  It shall be reviewed annually, or more frequently as the situation dictates, to ensure that it satisfactorily addresses City personnel and department actions to be utilized in emergency management situations.  It is promulgated under the overall authority of the Mayor and the City Manager, who are responsible for its content, for the training of City staff, and for its implementation. 
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
