AMENDMENT NO. 1

TO THE AGREEMENT DATED JUNE 16, 1993

BETWEEN THE CITY OF COLLEGE STATION AND 

THE BRAZOS FOOD BANK, INC.

WHEREAS, the City of College Station, Texas, entered into an Agreement with Brazos Food Bank, Inc., on June 16, 1993, for the acquisition of a new facility through funds provided by the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program administered by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development with the objective of providing aid to help eliminate hunger in Bryan/College Station; 


WHEREAS, the Agreement was approved by the City of College Station City Council, was signed, and became effective on June 16, 1993; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement provides Twenty-five Thousand and No/100 Dollars ($25,000.00) of CDBG funding to the Brazos Food Bank, Inc. for the property acquisition; and


WHEREAS, the Brazos Food Bank, Inc., pursuant to the Agreement, acquired property located at 380 Industrial Drive in Bryan, Texas, and since 1993 has doubled the receipt and distribution of food to low and moderate income persons in Bryan/College Station from this facility; and 


WHEREAS, the Brazos Food Bank, Inc. has been presented with an opportunity to purchase a more efficient and cost effective food distribution facility located at 1514 Shiloh in Bryan, Texas, approximately ¼ mile from its present location; and


WHEREAS, the Agreement includes a provision stating that if the property acquired pursuant to the Agreement is subsequently sold, proceeds from the sale must be returned to the City of College Station as program income; and


WHEREAS, the property is no longer subject to any CDBG requirements as per the U. S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (see attached letter of authorization); and  


WHEREAS, the City desires to amend the Agreement to allow the proceeds from the sale of the property located at 380 Industrial Drive, Bryan, Texas to be reinvested in the new property located at 1514 Shiloh, Bryan, Texas.


NOW THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the recitations above and the covenants expressed herein below, the parties agree to amend the original Agreement as follows:

The City of College Station hereby authorizes the $25,000.00 from the proceeds of the sale of the Brazos Food Bank, Inc. building located at 380 Industrial Drive, Bryan, Texas to be reinvested in the new facility which the Brazos Food Bank, Inc. desires to purchase at 1514 Shiloh, Bryan, Texas for the purpose of meeting the City of College Station and Brazos Food Bank Inc.’s shared goal of providing aid to help eliminate hunger in Bryan/College Station.
