Being the same property described in General Warranty Deed dated December 21, 2000, executed by Elizabeth Ray to City of College Station, Texas, recorded in Volume 4013, Page 25, of the Official Records of Brazos County, Texas.

RESERVATIONS FROM AND EXCEPTIONS 

TO CONVEYANCE AND WARRANTY:

1. Restrictive Covenants recorded in Volume 120, Page 69, of the Deed Records of Brazos County, Texas.

2. Memorandum of Estate created by Oil and Gas Lease  from Elizabeth Ray et al to Chaparral Minerals, Inc., dated February 23, 1984, recorded in Volume 680, Page 312, Official Records of Brazos County, Texas.

3. All oil, gas and other minerals in and under the herein described property, together with any rights of ingress and egress, mining or drilling privileges heretofore reserved by predecessors in title.

4. Easements, or claims of easements, which are not recorded in the public records.

5. For GRANTOR and GRANTOR’s successors and assigns, in common with GRANTEE and GRANTEE’s successors, a reservation of the free, uninterrupted, and perpetual use of an easement over the entire property for the purposes expressly provided for in the Blanket Utility Easement which GRANTEE has conveyed to GRANTOR as part of this conveyance.

6. This conveyance is conditioned on the construction of a dwelling meeting HUD approved requirements on the property within eighteen (18) months from date of this deed.  If GRANTEE does not construct such dwelling in the time period allotted, GRANTOR shall have an automatic reversion of GRANTOR’s interest.

As a material part of the Consideration for this deed, Grantor and Grantee agree that Grantee is taking the Property AS IS with any and all latent and patent defects and that there is no warranty by Grantor that the Property has a particular financial value or is fit for a particular purpose. Grantee acknowledges and stipulates that Grantee is not relying on any representation, statement, or other assertion with respect to the Property condition but is relying on Grantee's examination of the Property. Grantee takes the Property with the express understanding and stipulation that there are no express or implied warranties.

GRANTOR, for the consideration and subject to the reservations from and exceptions to conveyance and warranty, grants, sells, and conveys to GRANTEE the property, together with all and singular the rights and appurtenances thereto in any wise belonging, to have and hold it to GRANTEE, GRANTEE’s successors and assigns forever.  GRANTOR binds GRANTOR and GRANTOR’s successors and assigns to warrant and forever defend all and singular the property to GRANTEE and GRANTEE’s successors and assigns against every person whomsoever lawfully claiming or to claim the same or any part thereof when the claim is by, through, or under GRANTOR but not otherwise, except as to the reservations from and exceptions to conveyance and warranty.
