CONSIDERATION:
Ten Dollars ($10.00) and other good and valuable consideration.

PROPERTY:

Being all that certain tract or parcel of land lying and being situated in the Crawford Burnett League, Abstract No. 7, College Station, Brazos County, Texas. Said tract being the same tract of land as described by a deed to Shabeer Jaffar recorded in Volume 3652, Page 37 of the Official Public Records of Brazos County, Texas, and being commonly known as Lot 6, Block 2, Hrdlicka, an unrecorded subdivision.

Said tract being more particularly described by metes and bounds as follows:

COMMENCING at a 5/8 inch iron rod found marking the intersection of the southwest line of Fairview Avenue and the northwest line of Edward Street, said iron rod found marking the east corner of a 100 foot tract as described by a deed to Alma J. Clay recorded in Volume 1343, Page 227 of the Official Records of Brazos County, Texas;
THENCE:  S 41º 40’ 22” W along the northwest line of Edward Street, at 100.00 feet pass a 5/8 inch iron rod found marking the south corner of said Clay tract, continue on for a total distance of 250.00 feet to a 5/8 inch iron rod set marking the common corner of said Jaffar tract and a called 50 foot by 150 foot tract as described by a deed to Aubrey Gibbs recorded in Volume 303, Page 44, of the Deed Records of Brazos County, Texas, and the POINT OF BEGINNING of this herein described tract;

THENCE: S 41º 40’ 22” W continuing along the northwest line of Edward Street for a distance of 50.00 feet to a 5/8 inch iron rod set marking the common corner of said Jaffar tract and a called 50 foot by 150 foot tract as described by a deed to Beulah Mae Laughridge recorded in Volume 157, Page 493 of the Deed Records of Brazos County, Texas;

THENCE:  N 48º 19’ 38” W along the common line of said Jaffar tract and said Laughridge tract for a distance of 150.00 feet to a 5/8 inch iron rod set marking the common corner of said Jaffar tract and said Laughridge tract and a called 50 foot by 120 foot tract as described by a deed to Henry Gavin and wife, Sarah B. Gavin, recorded in Volume 654, Page 567 of the Official Records of Brazos County, Texas;

THENCE: N 41º 40’ 22” E along the common line of said Jaffar tract and said Gavin tract for a distance of 50.00 feet to a 5/8 inch iron rod set marking the common corner of said Jaffar tract, said Gavin tract, said Gibbs tract and a called 50 foot by 120 foot tract as described by a deed to Clarence C. Bailey and wife, Willie M. Gavin Bailey, recorded in Volume 2213, Page 73 of the Official Public Records of Brazos County, Texas, for reference a 5/8 inch iron rod found on the southwest line of Fairview Avenue marking the north corner of the aforementioned Clay tract bears: N 41º 40’ 22” E for as distance of 250.00 feet;
THENCE: S 48º 19’ 38” E along the common line of said Jaffar tract and said Gibbs tract for a distance of 150.00 feet to the POINT OF BEGINNING containing 0.172 of an acre (7500 square feet) of land more or less. 

Being the same property described in General Warranty Deed dated November 17, 2000, executed by  Shabeer Jaffar to City of College Station, Texas, recorded in Volume 3984, Page 88, of the Official Records of Brazos County, Texas.

RESERVATIONS FROM AND EXCEPTIONS 

TO CONVEYANCE AND WARRANTY:

1. Restrictive Covenants of record which are recorded in Volume 104, Page 427, of the Deed Records of  Brazos County, Texas; Volume 112, Page 489, of the Deed Records of Brazos County, Texas; and in Volume 3652, Page 37, of the Official Records of Brazos County, Texas.

2. Twenty-five foot building setback lines along front and rear of the lot and seven and one-half feet (7½’) along interior lot lines as provided by City Ordinance and an aerial electric line and utility pole along front of the lot and a water meter all as shown on the survey prepared by Brad Kerr R.P.L.S. No. 4502, dated September 13, 2000.

3. Estate created by oil, gas and mineral lease granted to W. F. Calohan by Bernice Cummings and Lovie Jewel Routt by instrument dated February 24, 1984, and recorded in Volume 660, Page 54, of the Official Records of Brazos County, Texas.

For GRANTOR and GRANTOR’s successors and assigns, in common with GRANTEE and GRANTEE’s successors, a reservation of the free, uninterrupted, and perpetual use of an easement over the entire property for the purposes expressly provided for in the Blanket Utility Easement which GRANTEE has conveyed to GRANTOR as part of this conveyance.

This conveyance is conditioned on the construction of a dwelling meeting HUD approved requirements on the property within eighteen (18) months from date of this deed.  If GRANTEE does not construct such dwelling in the time period allotted, GRANTOR shall have an automatic reversion of GRANTOR’s interest.

As a material part of the Consideration for this deed, Grantor and Grantee agree that Grantee is taking the Property AS IS with any and all latent and patent defects and that there is no warranty by Grantor that the Property has a particular financial value or is fit for a particular purpose. Grantee acknowledges and stipulates that Grantee is not relying on any representation, statement, or other assertion with respect to the Property condition but is relying on Grantee's examination of the Property. Grantee takes the Property with the express understanding and stipulation that there are no express or implied warranties.

GRANTOR, for the consideration and subject to the reservations from and exceptions to conveyance and warranty, grants, sells, and conveys to GRANTEE the property, together with all and singular the rights and appurtenances thereto in any wise belonging, to have and hold it to GRANTEE, GRANTEE’s successors and assigns forever.  GRANTOR binds GRANTOR and GRANTOR’s successors and assigns to warrant and forever defend all and singular the property to GRANTEE and GRANTEE’s successors and assigns against every person whomsoever lawfully claiming or to claim the same or any part thereof when the claim is by, through, or under GRANTOR but not otherwise, except as to the reservations from and exceptions to conveyance and warranty.
