A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLLEGE STATION, TEXAS AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO SIGN A TEXAS HIGHWAY TRAFFIC SAFETY PROGRAM GRANT AGREEMENT FOR THE INTERSECTION TRAFFIC CONTROL SELECTIVE TRAFFIC ENFORCEMENT PROGRAM WITH THE TEXAS DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION.

WHEREAS, the Texas Department of Transportation has proposed that the City of College Station participate in its Intersection Traffic Control Selective Traffic Enforcement Program to reduce risk-taking behavior in high frequency crash intersections by aggressive enforcement of moving violations; and

That the City Council of the City of College Station, Texas, hereby approves the grant contract for $35,260 for the Police Department.

That the City Council of the City of College Station hereby authorizes the Mayor to sign the Intersection Traffic Control Selective Traffic Enforcement Program Grant Agreement referred to above.
