A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING PASSAGE OF H.B. 1089 RELATING TO AUTHORIZING MUNICIPALITIES TO COLLECT A DISABILITY ACCESS FEE.

WHEREAS, the Legislature of the State of Texas and the Congress of the United States have created a mandate that requires municipalities to provide access for disabled persons; and

WHEREAS, those changes require significant expenditures by municipalities that are not funded by either the State of Texas nor the United States of America; and,

WHEREAS, the above referenced HB 1089 would provide a mechanism for municipalities to at least partially fund the cost of the mandated facilities; now therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLLEGE STATION, TEXAS THAT:

1. The City Council of the City of College Station, Texas hereby resolves to support H.B. 1089 as currently written.
