Proposed On-Street Parking Removal

The recommendation to remove parking from one side of several streets in the Sun Meadows Subdivision is the result of staff's response to a resident's complaint about parking in his neighborhood.  

In March 2002, staff received a citizen complaint regarding excessive on-street parking on Sun Meadow Street. Staff sent letters to the owners and tenants of the properties on the north side of Sun Meadow Street to encourage them to use their on-site parking in the alley behind their residences. Since the development was not fully built and occupied, the Traffic Management Team decided to take no further action at that time. In February 2003, staff was again made aware of excessive on street parking within the development, creating concerns for several residents. The owners and tenants, particularly of the duplex units with rear, alley parking, were not fully using on-site parking. These conditions did create a public safety concern for the College Station Fire Department (CSFD). On March 17, staff sent letters to the nearly 200 owners and tenants of this development asking for self compliance, and on the weekend of March 29-30, CSFD staff attempted to operate a fire truck in the subdivision to determine its maneuverability. Due to a substantial number of side-by-side passenger cars parked on these streets, CSFD had difficulty maneuvering the fire truck, especially around intersection corners. With self-compliance unlikely to occur in the future, the Traffic Management Team believes that these parking restrictions should improve public safety and still provide adequate convenience of on street parking for visitors and guests.
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
