Bylaws Changes

At last month’s Board of Directors meeting we acted on a proposal to change the structure of our Board to better reflect our needs. Specifically, we approved phasing out the old BCIF positions of Louis Newman and John Duncum at the end of their second 3-year terms, changed TAMU’s representation from non-voting to voting, added a non-voting position for Blinn College, and established a new, voting, Board seat to be filled by the RVP Board of Directors.

In further review of Article III of the Bylaws, the Executive Committee would like to recommend one further change.  Article III states “The remaining non-elected representatives of the cities and county shall meet whatever qualifications the entity may establish which shall include residency within their jurisdiction.”  The recommendation is that the residency requirement be stricken to provide the jurisdictions with maximum flexibility in filling their respective board slots.  The revised sentence would be as follows, “The remaining non-elected representatives of the cities and county shall meet whatever qualifications the entity may establish.”
