A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLLEGE STATION, TEXAS, APPROVING THE INSTALLATION AND UPGRADE OF A WASTEWATER LINE TO SUPPORT DEVELOPMENT ALONG THE UNIVERSITY DRIVE CORRIDOR NEAR THE INTERSECTION OF LINCOLN AVE.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of College Station, Texas, finds that retail, office, hotel, and other commercial development is important for the economic viability of the community; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of College Station, Texas, finds that the University Drive Corridor area is an important commercial corridor for the City; and

WHEREAS, impact studies have shown inadequate sewer capacity in the system to support new development that is proposed at certain properties along the south side of University Drive between Tarrow Street and Lincoln Avenue; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of College Station desires to assure future sewer capacity for all properties within the area (Exhibit A), attached and incorporated herein by reference; and

WHEREAS, the developers of property are required to provide sewer, water, streets and alleys for their developments; and

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of College Station finds that it is important to support development in the area by providing increased wastewater line capacity; now, therefore,

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COLLEGE STATION, TEXAS:

PART 1:
That the City Council hereby agrees to install a 12" wastewater line between manholes O33B1M063 and O33B1M017 to support new development in the area.

PART 2:
That the City Council hereby authorizes staff to proceed with design and bid of a 12" wastewater line.

PART 3:
That the City Council hereby authorizes that the funding for this Project shall be funded from the Wastewater Revenue Bond Fund in an amount not to exceed $150,000.00.

PART 4:
That the City Council is hereby performing this project to promote development in the University Drive corridor and to support the City of College Station economy. 

PART 5:
That this resolution shall take effect immediately from and after its passage.
