The basis for these priorities is established in the various Appendices of the report. The
narrative summary provides an understanding of the methodology of the data collection as
well as an interpretation of the findings.

Summary: This report was commissioned by the Parks & Recreation Department
as a means to determine the interest and priorities of our residents related to park facilities
and leisure programs provided by the City. The report was conducted by the Texas A&M
University Department of Recreation, Park and Tourism Sciences under the direction of Dr.
John L. Crompton and his Doctoral Candidate Ms. Jamie Rae Walker.

This is the first comprehensive report of this nature that has been completed by College
Station. The findings were determined through a series of focus groups discussions, a
community-wide survey of residents, public meetings and presentation to the Parks &
Recreation Advisory Board on October 11, 2005.

The report will provide the basis for the update of the Park and Open Space Master Plan. It
will also serve as input for the revision of the City's Comprehensive Plan. Finally, it will
provide a means to establish priorities to guide future financial investment decisions for the
City of College Station including operations of programs, maintenance of facilities and future
capital projects.

Budget & Financial Summary:

The report was completed under an agreement with TAMU Department of Recreation, Park
& Tourism Sciences at a cost of $10,000. Assistance was provided by the Parks & Recreation
staff to facilitate the focus groups and public meetings. Additional funds were provided by
the Department for postage and printing.

The Minutes Maker product is designed for "action
only” minutes. This minute format is common in most cities and is recommended by
Robert's Rules. Robert's says, "Minutes are the written record of the proceedings of a
deliberative assembly. They are a record of what was done at the meeting, not what was
said at the meeting."

The City Council and Planning and Zoning Commission meetings are recorded by audio and
video and retained for five years. The City Council and Planning and Zoning Commission
electronic packets are retained for at least 10 years or longer in electronic media.

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and neighbors, and he said the University has now controlled the i issue. He said
he was originally opposed because of the extra traffic and the students who were
"stretching the limits," but now he believes there can be better enforcement. He
thanked Eason.

3. OPEN SESSION FOR ACTION FOLLOWING EXECUTIVE SESSION

Mayor Wentrcek called the meeting into open session at 6:05 p.m. No action was taken
regarding the items discussed in executive session.

4. INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mr. Allen Segal, Congregation Beth Shalom, gave the invocation and the Mayor led the
pledge.



5. HEAR CITIZENS

Mr. Bob Barker, 2505 Briarwood, spoke as a recent crime victim and referred to a theft from
the Bryan Municipal Building. He stated the Police Department desperately needed more
personnel. Mr. Robert Humphrey, 1107 Beck Street, reported that several code
violations on Beck Street had been corrected. He spoke about the need for additional
lighting in the area. He also expressed concern about the breeding of pit bulls inside the
city limits. Ms. Barbara Pritchard, 1809 Beck Street, stated that aestheticsalong Beck
Street had improved and that City projects, such as Henderson Park, had helped the
area tremendously. She expressed appreciation for the City’s work to improve the area.

6. THOROUGHFARE PLAN AMENDMENT

The public hearing closed at 6:18 p.m. with no
further comments.

Council thanked Chair McKneely and the Committee members for their hard work and
time in providing a comprehensive review of the Charter.

City Secretary Stratta reviewed the proposed proposition language with the Council. City
Attorney Cosentino presented a suggestion for another proposition based upon a
conversation held earlier in the day with the City’'s Purchasing Manager.
Councilmembers posed questions about the 16 proposed propositions and suggested
some slight modification in wording. After discussion, the Council directed the City
Secretary to proceed with preparing an ordinance calling a Charter amendment election
for May 13, 2006,to include all 16 of the proposed propositions.

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Mayor Wentrcek announced this item would not be considered at the request of the Chair
of the Coulter Airfield Advisory Committee.

Councilmember Bradley reported on a recent meeting of the Intergovernmental
Committee.

11. CITY MANAGER’S REPORT AND COUNCIL CONCERNS

City Manager Moore reported on a number of recent events and meetings. Council
congratulated the Traditions staff on the partnership withSouthern Living magazine to
construct a 2006 Idea Home at Traditions. Concern was expressed about the comments
regarding crime in the community and the need to increase the budget for law
enforcement. Staff was asked to consider an adjustment in how sewer rates were set
considering the unusual weather pattern during the past year. The members of the
Charter Review Advisory Committee were again thanked for their hard work.
